Art. 4.1), and the documents in question are situated outside of the SFI’s registered seat, the price for the service ordered and delivered within the required deadline is double the normal rates, i.e. the express surcharge for the loan is 100%.

The NFA loans or leases original archived written, photographic or graphic documents (catalogued and included in collections) for purposes of public display pursuant to the provisions of Part II, Art. 2.6 of the Regulations only in exceptional and substantiated cases, and, even then, solely on the basis of an opinion provided by the NFA Director and with the consent of the SFI General Director. The price for provision and lease of materials in such an event is, as a matter of principle, determined by special contract or other written document substituting the contract between the SFI and the user. However, this price is not to be lower than the prices specified in par. 1.5. If such a contract is not concluded, the prices specified in par. 1.5 apply to any such use.
The NFA usually provides reproductions (copies or multiplicates not incorporated in collections) of photographic or graphic archived documents for public display purposes. The price per loan per reproduction of an archived document is as follows:

If the archived document is, at the same time, a photographic or fine art work over which the SFI exerts the copyrights as for an employee’s work or on the basis of a contract, the photographic or graphic documents or their reproductions may be loaned or leased for public display purposes only provided that a licence contract is concluded between the SFI and the user. The price for the licence for use of the photographic or fine art work for public display purposes is to be determined by agreement.

The user of archived documents pursuant to pars. 1.5 to 1.8 is obliged to cite the “SFI NFA Archive” “Photographic Archive of the Slovak Film Institute” as the primary source when publicly using and distributing the documents, or when publicly displaying archived documents or their digital reproductions. If a personal copyright to a photographic or fine art work is attached to a document used in this way and the author can be identified from the available sources of information, the user is also required to cite the author’s name and surname.

The price for loaning and using other collectibles from the funds and collections of the Department of Written and Graphic Archived Records is, as a matter of principle, to be determined by agreement in connection with the method and extent of use of the individual artefacts. The price for loaning and using collectibles for purposes other than study, scientific, research and educational use is not to be less than € 17.00 per collectible loaned.

PART IV.

Sanctions
Fines Stipulated by Provisions of SFI Loan Regulations 

Fines and other sanctions for violation of the provisions of the Loan Regulations are specified in Part III of the Loan Regulations and they are binding on every user of the NFA services as well as for all NFA staff members who provide the individual services.

NFA Fines

In addition to the sanctions specified by the Loan Regulations, the NFA is entitled to impose further sanctions on each user in the following cases:
a) a contractual fine of € 10.00 for each hour or part of hour of work of NFA expert, required to return the archived document in the requisite condition, for return of an incorrectly rewound or non-rewound archived document – film copy or for return of a film copy with other technical shortcomings (without the central spigot of laboratory type, without leading or ending bands, etc.);

b) a contractual fine of € 20.00 per lost document for loss of the “COPY CONDITION” document to a film copy;

c) for any damage to the archived document – film copy which leads to a deterioration in its technical condition and to its inclusion in a different technical class, a contractual fine of:
1. 30% of the costs of production of a new copy if the damaged copy is put into a category one class lower;
2. 50% of the costs of production of a new copy if the damaged copy is put into a category two classes lower;
3. 80% of the costs of production of a new copy if the damaged copy is put into a category three classes lower;
4. 100% of the costs of production of a new copy if the copy has to be discarded due to extensive and irreversible damage to its technical condition;
d) for damage, loss or destruction of the archived document – audiovisual work or audiovisual recording recorded on a Betacam SP, Digi Beta or another qualitatively comparable type of medium, indemnification amounting to the costs demonstrably incurred in order to procure a substitute record on a new medium;
e) for any delay in payment of the price invoiced for services or price for the licence, the SFI is entitled to require from the client interest on the delay of 0.05% of the invoiced price per day or part-day of delay;
f) for delay in return of reproductions loaned from the mediatheque collections (Part III., Art. 3 of the Loaning Regulations) a contractual fine for non-observance of the loan period of € 0.17 per reproduction loaned and for each commenced working day of delay when the loaned items are returned after expiry of the loan period;
g) for loss or destruction of the registration and information card to the reproduction loaned from the mediatheque collections, a contractual fine of € 3.32 per lost or destroyed card;
h) a fee of € 3.32 for determining an unreported change in the permanent or temporary residence address of a registered user of the DLSD services; 

i) a fee of 5% of the total sum invoiced for failure to collect the materials ordered in the DLSD, for each day of depositing the material up to 30 calendar days after the original date determined for collection of the material ordered;

j) a contractual fine for delay in return of loaned or leased documents or their copies from the collections of written, photographic and graphic archived records (Part III., Art. 2.1 of the Loan Regulations) and for non-observance of the date for return of the documents of € 2.00 for each loaned or leased document and for each commenced week of delay in returning the documents;
k) a contractual fine for exceeding the loan period for loaned or leased documents or their copies from the collections of written, photographic and graphic archived records for more than six months (Part III, Art. 2/2.1 of the Loaning Regulations) of double the sanction rate determined in subpar. j), up to double the purchase price for the archived material.

PART V.

Final Provisions
5.1 This Price List constitutes a separate annex to the Regulations. The Price List determines the charges for the individual NFA services, the fees and sanctions related to the loan, lease and use of the NFA’s archived documents.
5.2 Library documents are loaned, library-information, reprographic and other services of the library are provided and the prices for these services are determined pursuant to the separate Library and Lending Regulations of the SFI Library.
5.3 Prices for services which are not specified in this Price List are, as a matter of principle, determined by agreement between the NFA and the client or user. The NFA Director approves the prices by agreement.
5.4 Any exceptions or one-off changes in prices, fees and sanctions specified by this Price List or NFA Loaning Regulations are to be approved by the NFA Director.
5.5 The Price List is issued by the SFI General Director on the basis of a proposal made by the NFA Director.
5.6 The SFI publishes the current Tariff of Prices and Fees for Services of the NFA at the location of its registered seat and on its website. Users are required to familiarise themselves with the Price List at the given addresses.
5.7 This Price List is binding on all users of NFA services and for all NFA staff members who provide services.
5.8 All previous regulations specifying the price conditions and fees relating to the utilisation of archived documents from NFA collections and funds cease to have effect on the date of issue of this Price List.
5.9 This Price List enters into force on the date of issue with effect from 1 October 2010.
